Winter Olympic Locations

The Challenge: 

1. With your small group use the list of cities and countries for the “Winter Games” to categorize by continent. You will need a Political World Map to decide which continent each country is part of. Use a graphic organizer to record your information.

2. As a group, select at least one Olympic location from the continents of Europe and Asia, along with Lake Placid from North America. Your selected locations will be researched by you and your group. You will need a Physical and Political World Maps, along with other resources from which you will gather your information. You should use a graphic organizer for recording your information. (Ask your teacher for suggestions as necessary.)

3. Independently you will use your group’s research and information to complete on of the following projects of your choice.

A. Create a Power Point Presentation that includes:


Title slide with author’s name


Well written information


Visual information

B. Design an informational brochure that includes:


Title and author


Visual information (drawing, photos, or computer generated)


Well written information

C. Write a News Release (Article) that includes:


Headline with journalist’s name


Well written information

You must be prepared to present your project to the class.
